You can buy

a T-shirt made from fair-trade cotton that could, in theory, have been made into a finished article in a

sweatshop. There is nothing to stop the manufacturer from advertising this as an ethical shirt and branding

it with a fair-trade logo. Consumers who think they are choosing an ethically prefect product might

actually be buying clothing sewn with child labor or finished in a dangerous sweatshop.
