For Ireland’s young

people the future is about pop music and computers as well as farming and horses. Ireland is not a poor

country any more; a lot of business people come to Ireland and build factories. Now, perhaps 10 percent of

Ireland’s population are people who have come from other countries to find work there. Many come from

Poland and other countries in Eastern Europe, and others come from China, Japan, Korea and countries in

Africa. Today, young Irish people do not leave their country to find work; they can find work at home.
